The New Jerusalem — Physical appearance

9 Then one of the seven angels who had the sevels fibed with the seven last
plagues came to me and talked with me, saying, ‘€dmwill show you the bride, the
Lamb’s wife.” 10 And he carried me away in the Spinita great and high mountain, and
showed me the great city, the holy Jerusalem, destg out of heaven from God,

11 having the glory of God. Her lighias like a most precious stone, like a jasper stone,
clear as crystal. 12 Also she had a great and hajhwith twelve gates, and twelve
angels at the gates, and names written on thenchvanethe names of the twelve tribes
of the children of Israel: 13 three gates on the, ¢lasee gates on the north, three gates
on the south, and three gates on the west.
